· What additional information you would need to feel prepared to work with the child
· Helpful ideas about working with the child that were shared by family members or providers
· Environmental considerations you would want to take into account for this child in their home, school, and community to maximize access to people and experiences  
· One new piece of insight you gathered from watching the story
